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European Optimist Championships in Slovenia 
 

Dear Ngaroto Sailing Club Members 

 

Firstly I would like to say thank you for 

sponsoring me to compete in the European 

Optimist Championships in Slovenia. I returned 

from Europe on Monday very tired but had a 

great time.  

 

I flew out from Auckland on the 29
th

 of June and 

had a stopover in Singapore and Frankfurt. We 

got a shuttle bus from Ljubljana, capital of 

Slovenia, to Strunjan, the regatta venue. We 

stayed in a small apartment separate to the Hotel. 

Most of the competitors stayed in the complex. Our charter boats didn’t arrive for a 

couple of days so we had some chill time, which we spent in the pool and meeting 

other sailors as they arrived. We went out on the German coach boat one day and 

watched them practice. These were some of Europe’s top sailors so they were good to 

watch. The first batch of boats arrived the next day and I was given a Nordest boat, 

which is an Italian brand of optimist. Two Nordests were given to each team and two 

Morgan Boats (Slovenian brand). We had two good practice days out on the water, 

both in light conditions. 

 

The 1
st
 day of the regatta was very light and we got 1 race in. While waiting for wind 

we parked our boats around the big coach boat, which we shared with the Germans, 

and went for a swim to cool off. The next two days were 15-18 knots and our results 

improved considerably, although I learnt that it’s faster sailing in the boat not out, 

after having a few problems with falling out of my boat! The next day saw a crazy 

storm blast through. The day started with 10 knots and sunny. As we were about to 

launch dark clouds approached, and officials ran around frantically telling us to get 

our rigs back into the marquee. This was followed 40 knot winds, fork lightning and 

torrential rain which meant racing was delayed until the storm passed over. When we 

reached the racecourse there was a good 20 knot breeze, perfect conditions for us 

heavy sailors. For some reason the race committee wouldn’t start us. We ended up 

starting in 8 knots and I was unfortunately black flagged in the third general recall, 

and had to sit out that race. The wind ended up dying out completely and so there was 

no racing for me that day. 

 

As the week went on I leant more about the starts and where the line sags were. Also 

I learnt what the wind and tide was doing, so I knew where to position myself in the 

race. What I noticed over the week was that European sailors were a lot smarter 

tactically, whereas kiwis were fast and had good boat handling. This is somewhere I 

can improve in the future. 
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Meeting sailors from other countries was really cool.  We played poker with the 

Israel team, had a game of rugby with the Irish, had a midnight swim in our jocks 

with the Poms & got to know the Americans & Aussies.  The Irish kids had us 

laughing all the time.  At the end of the regatta I traded gear with guys from 

Denmark, France, America, Sweden and Great Britain. 

 

 

After the regatta I was very fortunate to be invited to travel for a week in Europe with 

another kiwi sailor, Ryan, & his Dad. We went to Salzburg in Austria, Munich, 

Venice and Trieste. On the way home we spent 2 days in Tokyo. My favourite place 

was Venice. We stayed in an old-fashioned hotel right on the canal and went by water 

taxi to St Marco. It was a lot quieter than the noisy cities like Munich and Tokyo.  

 

Part of the experience for me was traveling by myself (i.e., without my parents).  

Some of the things I normally take for granted, for example food, clean clothes, 

somewhere to sleep, buying necessities, managing all my gear and important stuff 

like my passport, money etc, were things I had to take responsibility for.   

 

This trip was an awesome experience which I will always remember.  Thank you 

again for supporting me.
