“Columbine” was the best of the four Joker class yachts sailing, her skipper 

Chappy Farrell holding his nerve to fight off several challenges. All skippers received 

framed posters containing multiple shots of their yachts taken on the first day of the 

series when wind conditions were great for sailing.
