Yachting NZ has three Sailing ï Have a Go instructors touring NZ with a Toyota Prado 

Touring and a large trailer containing six Optimists yachts, two Topper yachts and an 

inflatable coach boat.  The unit also comes equipped with lifejackets and sailing jackets for 

all participants.  These three rigs have been set up as a memorial Trust to commemorate the 

late Sir Peter Blake. 

Hayden Swanson from Wellington was this yearôs Central Regions instructor.  Hayden has 

been sailing all his life, starting in an Optimist and has coached at all levels from junior to 

senior sailors.  Recently he has returned from Europe where he was crewing on Super Yachts 

sailing from England to Italy and also on ocean racing yachts.

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Kawhia; 2010 New Year Regatta ------ and much more! 

The Ngaroto Sailing Clubôs traditional migration to the Farrellôs residence and the Kawhia 

Regatta on New Yearôs Day has become well established in the Clubôs fun sailing calendar.  

Thereôs the matter of the ñKawhia Cupò; by the look of it, it dates back many decades, with 

the list of notable sailors names inscribed on the ñGolden Mugò extending as the prestige 

associated with the reputation and character of Kawhia becomes increasingly known in the 

provinces.
