The question re what should be in the school curriculum raise concerns that Literacy and 
Numeracy were not mentioned in the short list of suggestions..  
 
Rest assured, Literacy and Numeracy are core learning areas and will ALWAYS  have top 
priority at Pekerau School. 
 
Teachers have recently undertaken 2 years of professional learning aiming at improving 
teacher effectiveness in teaching for reading comprehension and we will be spending a 
large portion of 2010 redefining our Literacy Vision Document which outlines how we teach 
for literacy at Pekerau School.  Teachers have also recently had professional development 
in teaching for Numeracy strategies across the different levels. 
 
During Term 4, staff will be looking very closely at our curriculum and what we believe is 
important for Pekerau students to be learningé..core learning areas will be given maximum 
coverageé..what we will be considering is how do we translate the MOE requirements in 
the NZ Curriculum document to our own school curriculum.
