Pekerau Board of Trustees Newsletter July 2009  

Hello and welcome to the second newsletter of the year.  
 
Since the last newsletter we have completed the Education Review Office visit. We 
owe a huge thank you to Mr Cubitt and the staff for all their hard work. The reward 
was favourable review comments and confirmation that ERO liked what they saw 
and wonôt be back to see us for another three years. 
 
Another event worth much celebration is the construction work that has begun on 
the new resource centre. It is a great relief to the BOT to finally see some progress 
after several years of planning and arguing with the Ministry of Education. We now 
have the start that we so dearly wanted. The next  challenge is to ensure that the 
project meets the budget we have set.  
 
To help meet the financial demands, the BOT has developed a sponsorship       
proposal. The proposal aims to raise money and spread the budget a little further in 
order to purchase items such as an interactive whiteboard, data projector and new 
books for the library. The finished building will cost approximately $512,000 and we 
are aiming to raise $30,000 towards that cost.  
 
In order to raise funds we have several sponsorship packages available including, 
Major Sponsorship, Corporate Club, Businessmenôs Club and Supporters Club. 
There are opportunities for sponsors, both large and small, to play their part in the 
new building project and show our community their commitment to the education of 
our children now and into the future.
